Robin Class News 
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[bookmark: _GoBack]RE - In our RE lesson this week we learnt that Mary was chosen by God to be Jesus’ mother.  We listened to two stories, The Christmas Promise, and The Nativity.  We thought about how Mary would have felt when she was visited by the Angel Gabriel. We wondered what Mary was doing when she was visited by the Angel Gabriel, whether we would have been brave enough to say yes, whether we would feel scared if an angel came, and what an angel might look like.  The children drew some wonderful pictures of Mary being visited by Angel Gabriel.

Maths
In maths this week we learnt about the names and properties of 2D shapes.  We used rectangles (oblongs), squares, circles, oval shapes and triangles to make rockets.   The children talked about the shapes they used and their properties. For example, how many corners does it have? Does it have straight edges or curved edges?

Bonfire Night
After watching a video and listening to a non-fiction book about Bonfire night, the children drew some fabulous pictures of fireworks and used their phonic knowledge to write some cvc words on their pictures, e.g. pop, pip & din.
We also have started learning a firework poem and a firework song.
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Phonics - week beginning 5th November 2024
In phonics this week, the children have learnt to read and write the letters e, u & r.  They have learnt their names and have learnt the sound they make (the phoneme).   I have assigned a game with the letter sounds on Bug Club for your child to practise.  
We have listened to the sounds the letters c and k make and we have practised writing the letters.  I have sent home the flash cards for you to practise at home. You could stick them onto cereal box card so you can use them as flash cards.  Why not rearrange the sound cards to make words and practise reading words?
